Compliance with McKinney Vento Programs:
1. The most recent copy of any evaluation reports of McKinney Vento services or subgrant project (EOY reports, data collection with your system) 

2. Written documentation or summaries you already have of homeless students primary nighttime residency  (such as your systems tracking report)  
3. Your systems statewide assessment performance of homeless students from this past school year.
 

NCHEP's technical assistance to LEA's to ensure appropriate implementation of the statue:
1. Evidence that your LEA annually reviews and revises policies and practices to ensure they do not act as barriers to enrolling homeless students(such as agendas, minutes, or notes from meeting where these reviews occurred, current policies / procedures with revisions) 

2. Evidence that your district designates and allows for training of a liaison for homeless children and youth and that you provide training to relevant district personnel  (ex. attendance to conferences, workshops, webinars, etc) 
3. Examples of written notification to parents and youth regarding placement decisions when they are different from what was requested  (example of letters sent to parents and youth)  

4. Evidence that the LEA ensure that transportation to the school of origin is provided upon request and monitored by the LEA (ex. transportation forms used by the system) 

5. Evidence that you  or your district staff conducts outreach to relevant community groups to inform them of McKinney Vento rights and services for homeless children and youth (such as copies of agendas, minutes, handouts, notes, materials that demonstrate collaboration for donations, projects, etc) 

6. Your plan for working with homeless children and you which would include policies and practices, a copy of your dispute resolution process  (ex.  could include example letters that are provided to parents, parent rights info that is provided, identification forms used in system, etc.)
LEA subgrant plans for services to eligible homeless students meet all requirements:
1. Evidence of  the LEA subgrant application/plan that includes assessment of needs of homeless students and the supplemental services provided  (ex. of subgrant /ARRA, EOY reports, etc) 
2. Evidence that the subgrant expands or improves services provided as part of regular academic program (ex. list of the activities provided in your subgrant) 

3. Written contracts when an LEA subcontracts any of its activities to a third party organization. (ex. taxi companies, tutoring services, etc - your district may have none) 

4. Evidence that the LEA is implementing required and authorized activities (budget reports at the end of the year, record of expenditures, carryover and other summary reports such as an EOY report)  
5. A current list of personnel (instructional and administrative staff) paid with McKinney-Vento subgrant funds and ARRA funds.  (provide the name and position of the person)
 

Dispute Resolution Process:
1. Written dispute resolution policy  (policy, student handbook, etc.) 

2. Evidence that you implement a process for the prompt resolution of disputes (such as a phone log, notes, emails, etc) 

3. Records indicating that enrollment disputes are investigated and resolved in a timely manner.(ex. of previous dispute, forms used for documentation) 

4. Evidence that students are enrolled and provided transportation during the dispute resolution process.  (ex. request for transportation log, forms for setting up with transportation dept., etc) 

5. Survey results  or records of inquires and complaints made by community groups concerning barriers to enrollment for students experiencing homelessness.
I can provide more information or examples if needed for each category.  Please note that you will be asked questions about your program and working with homeless children and youth.  These questions will be related to things you already know and what your district already does in working with homeless children.  I would expect  the monitoring team to ask questions about our program and how we work with your LEA.  Be comfortable with providing any information that you want to share, especially if they ask for suggestions on improving the program or concerns that you have had about NCHEP.   We will learn from the information you share and the monitoring process of what direction our program needs to take in order to serve LEA's as well as homeless children and youth to the best of our abilities.
