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1. Ms. Conner and her daughter, Christine, lost their housing last February in School District A. Since then, they have lived doubled up with Ms. Conner’s sister in School District B, and Christine has remained at her school of origin. Three weeks into this school year, mom’s niece, Tiffany, a kindergartener, came to live with them from out of state, having lost her own mother to cancer. Ms. Conner requested that Tiffany be allowed to attend the same school as Christine. The school’s enrollment staff refused because it was not Tiffany’s school of origin and said that she had to attend school in the local attendance area where she is staying. 
In conversations with Ms. Conner, she mentioned that she had added her name to her sister’s lease in order to avoid being kicked out by the landlord. Therefore, School District A determined that Christine is no longer homeless and must transfer to the local attendance area where she and her mother are living. 
Ms. Conner was extremely angry over Tiffany not being allowed to attend the same school as Christine and now even more upset that Christine will have to change schools after the school year has begun. Ms. Conner insists that she and Christine are still homeless.

· How would you determine whether or not Christine is homeless?
· How would you determine whether or not Tiffany is homeless?


2. Marion is living in an RV with her parents.  The RV is at a campground where the parents pay a camp fee for the space.  The family receives mail at the campground office.  The RV is in reasonable shape and has enough space to accommodate the three people living in it.

· Is Marion eligible for McKinney-Vento services? 

· What additional information do you need?



3. After Mr. and Mrs. Tilley separated, their 17-year-old son, Raymond, chose to live with his mom. Soon afterwards, Mrs. Tilley lost her job and she and Raymond were evicted. She sent Raymond to stay with his father. Raymond says his dad owns a nice home, but he travels for his job and is rarely in town. He told Raymond it is okay for him to stay there, but he intends to provide no assistance or support, and he does not intend to have any involvement with the school. Raymond has come to enroll himself at the local school.
· Is Raymond an unaccompanied youth?

· Is Raymond homeless?

4. What additional information do you need?The Marshall family owns a $300,000 home. Mr. Marshall lost his job five months ago, so they can no longer afford to pay the mortgage and are facing foreclosure. The family, including three young children, moved in with relatives so they can rent out their home in order to pay their mortgage. As soon as dad finds another job, they plan to move back into their home. 

· Are the children eligible for McKinney-Vento services?
· What issues did you consider to make your decision?



5. Ms. Holston approached the school for help. Her 10 year-old granddaughter, Tia, has lived with her father most of her life, but two weeks ago, he had to enter a nursing home and will probably not be able to live independently again. He sent Tia to live with her mother who has a history of substance abuse. A few days ago, Tia’s mom was hospitalized, and she may be incarcerated. To avoid child welfare involvement, Tia’s mom gave temporary guardianship to Ms. Holston who took Tia home with her. 

Ms. Holston explained how traumatic this series of events has been for Tia. She understands how important it is for Tia to have constancy in her education, but she has a work conflict and cannot transport Tia to her former school. So Ms. Holston asked that the school provide transportation to allow Tia to remain in her school of origin. 

· Is Tia eligible for MV services?

· What additional information do you need?
6. Mr. Brooks and his two children are living with his parents in a nice retirement community. His son, Dennis, is a second grader and daughter, Tracy, is in kindergarten. He lost his job seven months ago and lost his apartment as a result. He and the children are living with his parents in a community that has a 60-day rule for visitors. He recently got a job that pays $50,000 a year. He received his first paycheck two weeks ago, but he says he still cannot afford rent because he’s had two financial crises. He had to buy a car for $3,000 and pay back $1,800 to the employment commission because they overpaid him. He reports that he does not pay rent but does contribute to food and household expenses. It is the beginning of the school year and he wants his children to continue in the same school his son attended last year, which is in another school district approximately 20 miles away.
· Are the children eligible for McKinney-Vento services? 

· What additional information do you need?

7. Mrs. John went to register her granddaughter, Ellen, from Madison, Wisconsin at West Staff Middle School in Albuquerque, NM.  Ellen was denied enrollment because her grandmother does not have legal custody. Mrs. John has a notarized affidavit allowing Ellen to stay with her for the remainder of the school year. Ellen came to spend time with her father who just returned home from military duty. His name is not on her birth certificate.
