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Of total McKinney-Vento allocation to state :
· Not less than 75% for competitive subgrants to LEAs
· Not more than 25% for State use – carry out State Coordinator responsibilities
· Administrative Funds - Reasonable and necessary amount for state administration, including developing and submitting state plan; awarding and administering subgrants; budgeting and accounting for funds; monitoring SEA and LEAs; collecting data; evaluating; reporting 
· Direct administrative costs
· Indirect costs – benefit multiple grant programs; hard to isolate; 
limited to approved I.C. rate
· Program Funds – maintaining the Office of Coordinator for Education of Homeless Children and Youth; developing and implementing professional development and technical assistance for LEAs; carrying out the program activities of the state plan to provide activities and services for homeless children and youth

From the 25% State Set-Aside:
1. Ensure the Sec. 721 Statement of Policy is being implemented correctly in your state
a. Homeless children and youth have equal access to same free, appropriate public education
b. State laws, regulations, practices do not act as barriers to enrollment, attendance, or success in school
c. Homeless children are not separated from mainstream environment
d. Homeless children have access to education and other services that non-homeless children have and same opportunity to meet challenging state academic standards
2. Ensure statute is implemented properly among all LEAs statewide in accordance with state and federal laws, rules, regulations, and guidelines - Goal is 0 audit exceptions or monitoring findings
3. Serve as liaison between the SEA and the USDE
4. Develop and submit state plan/application, describing how the state will ensure all LEAs will comply with requirements, including designating a liaison for homeless children and youth, and what technical assistance will be provided to LEAs; ensure the plan is carried out 
5. Coordinate/collaborate with appropriate divisions/parties within the SEA, including Title I, Part A and other federal program personnel and stakeholders
6. Ensure that the SEA has established or designated a state office of Coordinator for Education of Homeless Children and Youth and that the coordinator carries out the duties specified in statute for the benefit of all LEAs in the state [Sec. 722(f)], not just McKinney-Vento subgrantees 
7. Ensure professional development is developed and implemented for school personnel (statewide)
8. Ensure local subgrantees are selected through fair, open, and free competition on the basis of need and quality of application 
9. Ensure the subgrants are administered according to MV statutory requirements and according to uniform administrative grant requirements (34 CFR Part 80; 2 CFR 200)
10. Ensure effective internal controls are established and maintained adequate to assure that: the SEA is complying with statutes, regulations, and terms of the award; the SEA is evaluating and monitoring compliance; taking prompt action when instances of noncompliance occur; and protecting personally identifiable information (2 CFR 200.303)
11. Ensure payments are made to subgrantees in accordance with uniform grant requirements (34 CFR 80.21; 2 CFR 200.305)
12. Ensure all funds are accounted for in accordance with federal standards for financial management systems (uniform grant requirements; 34 CFR 80. 20; 2 CFR 200.302); coordinate with SEA Accounting Dept. on ongoing basis – periodically review general ledger and payroll ledger to ensure costs being charged to the grant are appropriate
13. Ensure subgrantees also comply with the requirements in Sec. 723 by providing training, technical assistance, and monitoring
