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“jeopardy HE” (homeless education) Game Show

Materials Needed

· 1 laptop for projecting game board

· 1 projection screen

· 1 LCD projector

· Small table or podium to hold laptop
· 2 “team tables” where each of the two teams playing in each round can congregate

· Podium for “gameshow hosts”
· One microphone for game show host to read questions
· Large flip chart with markers for recording team names and scores (also use this paper and markers for the teams to write down their answers to the final Jeopardy question)
· 2 “buzzers” for teams to ring in to answer the questions (can be bells, push lights or whatever works)
· Game show prizes
· 4 “best” prizes for winning team members

· 4 “good” prizes for 2nd place team
· “Consolation prizes” for all team members for 3rd and 4th place teams


Instructions

Choosing Teams

Four teams of four players each will compete for the title of Jeopardy HE Champions. Team members can be chosen randomly (e.g. pulled out of a hat, etc.) or picked.
Each team chooses a team name. One of the hostesses writes the team names at the top of the flip chart scoreboard. A hostess calls the first two teams to the front of the room to gather at the team tables. The first two teams to compete will be the team names that come first alphabetically.
Game Play

· A game show host picks a number between one and ten and shares it with another game show host. The two first-round teams each guess a number. The team that came closest gets control of the board and can choose the first question.

· Each team will rotate players after each question

· Each player representing the team must answer the question independently, without assistance from other team members.

· After the question is read, the first team to ring in gets to answer the question. If they answer correctly, their team receives the question’s full point value. If the team answers incorrectly or if time runs out before a response is read, the other player can ring in to get a chance to answer the question and, if they answer correctly, receives the question’s full point value. Whichever team answers correctly gets to choose the next question from the board. If neither team answers correctly, the team that chose the previous question gets to choose the next question.

· Daily Double: Whichever team chooses the Daily Double question can risk up to all of their accumulated points to double their score. If they answer the question correctly, they get the number of points they wagered. If they answer incorrectly or do not answer before the buzzer, they lose the number of points they wagered. The other team then has the chance to answer the question, but only receives the board point value if they answer the question correctly. If the team playing the daily double has less than 1,000 points, they can wager up to 1,000 points, understanding that an incorrect answer may put them “below the board”
· We will play two rounds of two teams each. Each round will have a winning team. Then, the two winning teams from the first two rounds will play for the championship of Jeopardy HE champions!
· REMINDER TO PLAYERS: You must phrase your answer in the form of a question. Each team will get one warning. After that, answers not phrased in the form of a question will be treated as incorrect.
· The winning team from Round 1 will play the winning team from Round 2 for the championship round

· Regular questions are “individual answer only”

· At the conclusion of the championship round, the two teams wager for the final Jeopardy question. Team members can confer before answering as a group.
