1. MV Subgrantees - There is no required amount for homeless setaside. However, USDE guidance suggests that setasides are at least equal to or greater than the grant award. 

2. Charter Schools - There is no required amount for homeless setaside. However, funds must be setaside off the top whether or not there are homeless students. If no students have been identified, 3% of the total population is a good estimate to use to determine setaside amounts. Best practice in LA is at least $100-$200 per child.

ARRA 

1. No setaside is necessary if an adequate amount has been setaside in the regular grant. If not follow the above guidelines.

A Guide to Evaluating Title I, Part A Reservations
Overall goals: 
· Title I-A programs are required to coordinate with the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act at the State and local levels [NCLB, Section 1112 (a) (1)]

· SEAs must approve these applications and have them on file. 

·  LEAs consolidated applications must describe how services for homeless children will be coordinated and integrated with the Title I-A program “in order to increase program effectiveness, eliminate duplication, and reduce fragmentation of the instructional program” [NCLB, Section 1112(b)(E)(ii)]

· Services to be provided through the LEA reservation to homeless students in non-Title I schools should be described in the LEA plan [NCLB, Section 1112(b)(O)] (will be submitted  separately to Title X Coordinator)

· Funds set aside for homeless students provide for those not in Title I schools and in places where homeless students stay (such as shelters)
· Funds set aside for homeless students can provide services as needed above and beyond those for other Title I students in Title I and non-Title I schools
Required Activities:

· State coordinators require homeless education activities to be detailed in annual plans for Title I and/or McKinney-Vento EHCY program for application approval; include this in monitoring for either program.

· Homeless education program coordinator compiles and shares data on enrollment and needs of homeless students each year, including Title I services and program participation

· Both program coordinators meet regularly; document at least one consultation (agenda, minutes, or notes, etc.)

· Program coordinators develop a comprehensive approach to meeting needs of homeless students; include this in Title I or McKinney-Vento planning; evaluate performance annually or ongoing.

· Schoolwide Programs must address the educational needs of and coordinate with other services for homeless students [NCLB, Section 1114 (b)(1)(J)]

· Schoolwide plans must describe how the school will do this, integrate resources from this part and other sources, and involve parents and other members of the community to be served during the planning [NCLB, Section 1114(b)(2)] 

Purpose of Funds: 

· State Coordinators for the Education of Homeless Children and Youth coordinate with SEA offices, including Title I, to gather information on the educational needs of homeless students and monitor their academic progress [NCLB, Title X-C, Section 722 (f)(1)]

· Other sections of Title X-C require LEAs and schools to meet the requirements of the NCLB, provide comparable Title I services to homeless students, and authorizes subgrantees to expedite evaluations for Title I services [Sections 722 (e) (3) (C) (iv) (II), 722 (g) (4) (B), and 723 (d) (2)].
