McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Grant, 2009 - 2010
SUMMARY
The Michigan Department of Education will award sub-grants to eligible applicants on the basis of meeting the purpose of the Act, need for the grant, documented collaboration with other community agencies to coordinate services to homeless children and youth, effective use of funds, ability to meet identified needs, and complete and accurate reporting.  The grant cycle will be changed to two-years, rather than three-years, to accommodate additional funding through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA).   

The 2009-2011 McKinney-Vento Grants will take on two forms:

· Projects among school districts to serve underserved or unserved areas of the state, with priority given to consortia projects and those focusing on academic achievement of homeless students.
· Regional projects to address and promote -  

· Parent/family involvement and engagement in education among homeless families.
· Technical assistance for school districts in facilitating the enrollment, attendance, participation, and academic success of homeless children and youth (needs to be determined by results of the McKinney-Vento School District Self-Assessment, Fall 2009)
· Engagement of unaccompanied youth in education and/or education-related work programs.
2. The following base grant amounts will be distributed to ensure that basic services can be provided to each grantee, particularly in underserved and unserved areas of the state, sparsely populated areas, and areas with high homeless populations:

i. A base amount of $10,000 will be awarded to each successful applicant serving 50 or more students, as reported in the Year-End Single Record Student Database (SRSD).  

ii. A base amount of $20,000 will be awarded to each successful applicant serving 100 or more students, as reported in the Year-End Single Record Student Database (SRSD).
iii. A base amount of $30,000 will be awarded to each successful applicant serving more than 200 students, as reported in the Year-End Single Record Student Database (SRSD).
iv. In addition to the base grant, a per-pupil amount will be granted based on the number of students reported as served in the SRSD for the most recently completed school year (2008-2009).

v. Amounts distributed from ARRA funds will be available for a maximum of 27 months, with the requirements that funds be obligated prior to June 30, 2011, and concentrated to maintain and create jobs and programs that can be sustained after the ARRA funding period has expired.
vi. Required grant reports submitted more than five (5) business days past the due date will result in a ten percent (10%) reduction of grant funds available in the next grant year, or if in the final year of the grant cycle, from any future McKinney-Vento funds granted.

3. The grant cycle for these funds will be two years to allow districts to establish and implement effective, sustainable programs for homeless children and youth which will be continued after the end of ARRA funding.  The award will be made for one year with an opportunity for another one-year continuation awards based on successful completion of the previous award, continued availability of funding, and accurate and timely reporting of homeless children and youth served in grant reports and SRSD.
4. A separate fund account has been established for ARRA funds.  Reporting requirements will also be separate for ARRA funds, as established by the U.S. Education Department (USED).  Details will be provided in a Grant Training Workshop and Webinar, as soon as available from USED.
