A note about reporting terminology:

This reporting survey uses two different terms to refer to students experiencing homelessness who have been documented by the grantee LEA(s):  students identified and students served. When completing this report, please carefully read the questions for this difference in terminology in order to respond accurately. 

Students Identified as Homeless: refers to the total number of students who have been identified as McKinney-Vento eligible in the LEA(s)’ student management system, which is reflected in the total homeless enrollment counts reported in the Student Information Repository System (SIRS). Students identified may or may not receive services paid for with McKinney-Vento Competitive Grant funds.

Students Served: refers to students who have received services, either directly or indirectly, paid for through the McKinney-Vento Competitive Grant. Students who have been served by the McKinney-Vento grant receive the Program Service Code 5566 in SIRS.

· Examples of direct services include: tutoring, school supplies, participation in a funded after-school program, etc.

An example of an indirect service is interaction with a liaison whose salary is paid for with grant funds.
