What you need to know: The original manual was updated to include a new section on chronic absenteeism and adjusted cohort graduation rate (ACGR) data.

What you need to know: A new data analysis has been added to the extranet in the form of an Excel workbook; the workbooks contain three spreadsheets each: an overview, one on chronic absenteeism data, and one on ACGR data. The chronic absenteeism sheet shows the percentage of chronically absent students who are homeless at the school level.  The ACGR sheet also contains school level data and shows the graduation gap between homeless students and students overall in the school.[footnoteRef:2]  [2:  Reminder: the Academic Assessment Gap Analysis for SY 2016-17 became available in December and is also posted on the NCHE Extranet.] 


What: LEA Workbooks

What you need to know:  The School Year (SY) 2016-17 LEA workbooks have been available since the fall.  They include a new format.  Previously, the individual topic tabs (enrollment, nighttime residence, etc.) provided raw data.  Some raw data is still available in those tabs, but relevant calculations are now completed for State Coordinators.  For example, the enrollment tab now has data on the percentage of students in the LEA who are homeless, while the special populations tab has information on the percentage of homeless students who are a part of each of the subgroups.
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
