MV Eligibility:  Is this homeless? Who/what would you consult?

1.a.  A liaison calls for your input on homeless eligibility in the following case. He has a family from China that is staying in a motel in his community that wants to enroll their children in the LEA. The family came to the US because their schools in China were closed as a result of the Novel Corona Virus. 


1.b. You get an email from a liaison with a family that came to her LEA to visit relatives for the Chinese New Year and cannot return to China for at least several months due to the travel restrictions related to the Novel Corona Virus. Currently, the family from China is doubled-up with relatives. 


2. Single mom has a baby that needs medical treatment in another state.  Mom left with baby, and placed daughter with aunt in another LEA.


3. Father and son came to US and moved in with an aunt and another unrelated person that rents the apartment.  Father and aunt left the household, leaving the child with the unrelated person.  This person is OK with the child staying with her and willing to step up and get the student enrolled.  CPS was called, their assessment was that the house is safe.


4.  Two children living in LEA 1, living with their dad in permanent housing.  Mom was released from prison and the students came to live with her.  In the midst of the enrollment process, mom became incarcerated again, and now the children are living with step-grandfather.  Dad has housing and there’s no reason that the students can’t live with him other than mom just wanted the kids to live with her when she got out of jail.




Parent Concerns: What do you say? Who do you call?
1. Mom called your office. Her family was experiencing homelessness at the beginning of the school year and staying in a motel. Mom said her children were transferred to the local school. She wants her children to finish the year in the first school they attended in September.
a. Children are told they can return to their school of origin. When Mom is asked to meet at the school to enroll her children, she calls your office again. She asks why she must go to the school to enroll. The LEA just transferred the records for the last move.

2. Father calls your office. He and his 12 year-old daughter moved to your state after he lost his job. They are living with his parents. His daughter has special needs and he has not been able to get her enrolled.


Outside Calls:  What do you say? Who do you call?
1. You get a call from a regional newspaper reporter. She is doing a report on homeless counts and want to include school date with the PIT data. The reporter also asked about your subgrant process (e.g., “Why would a school district choose not to apply for a grant?”)

2. You receive a call from an advocacy lawyer. He has a client whose daughter attends a private special education school for autism based on her IEP needs. The lawyer said the district where the child was enrolled prior to becoming homeless and her current school district disagree about who should pay for the placement.




Transportation
1. A liaison calls you in January. His district has spent significant funds transporting students experiencing homelessness to their schools of origin. He tells you the district is running out of funds and cannot find drivers nor vehicles to transport additional students being identified.


2. A liaison calls you about a student who is remaining in his school of origin but living in another LEA. The other LEA says they have no way to assist with transportation. 
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3. You get an email from a liaison. She has a student who has remained in his school of origin and the LEA is providing transportation. Over the past month, the special transportation has reached the student’s residence and been told the student was not going five times. It is January and the student has been absent 20 days.
